NOTE: This presentation is a demonstration of the South Carolina Provider Comparison Network, and the slides take the viewer through a possible data search that a provider might conduct on the Web. Because of the nature of this demonstration, most of the slides are pictures of Web sites.

Time Period

The first slide displays the S.C. Provider Comparison Network web page that allows a visitor to select his/her data. 

The page offers two options of time periods to select for comparison, one is the “Latest One-Year Period” and the other is the “Latest-Three Year Period Combined.”

APR-DRGs
