Key Findings of the Demonstration by Urban Institute

1. Providers liked the concept, clients were positive about the card.

2. Privacy/Security was not a problem for clients.

3. Clients felt empowered in using the card and managing their child’s health data.

Phase I Card

This slide displays an example of the front and back of a Health Passport Card. Like a credit card, the individual’s name appears on the card, along with an identification number. 

·  One card per family member

·  Multi-application hybrid architecture  (mag stripe for backward integration)

·  8 k microprocessor

·  Internet back-up from host using data encryption via network

Legacy Integration

· The HPP Card captures data from each legacy system and has the ability to send new information to the legacy system
